Political Balance

There are four statutory principles of political balance which have to be applied in filling
appointments to Committees. These are contained in S15(5) of the Local Government and
Housing Act 1989.

The principles have to be applied in priority order as follows:-
(a) that not all seats on the body are allocated to the same political group;

(b) that the majority of the seats on the body are allocated to a particular political group if
the number of persons belonging to that group are a majority of the Authority’s
membership;

(c) subject to paragraphs (a) and (b) above, that the number of seats on the ordinary
committees of a relevant Authority which are allocated to each political group bears
the same proportion to the total of all the seats on the ordinary committees of that
Authority as is borne by the number of members of that group to the membership of
the Authority; and

(d) subject to paragraphs (a) to (c) above, that the number of seats on the body which are
allocated to each political group bears the same proportion to the same number of all
seats on that body as is borne by the number of members of that group to the
membership of the Authority.
