Rod Blyth has resigned as a Liberal Democrat Councilor of Oldham Borough Council.

Political Groups

The Council is asked to note the composition of the political groups following Rod Blyth’'s

resignation.

i. The Labour Group — 46 members
ii. The Liberal Democrat Group — 8 members

iii. The Conservative Group — 2 members

iv. UKIP — 1 Member
V. Independent — 2 Members

The allocation of Committees has been reviewed and a change to the proportionality is
required as a result of this. Council is asked to agree a total number of seats of 78 rather
than 79 as per the Council Report agreed on 12" July 2017.
