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2.2 Reduce drug and alcohol deaths

There is a national ambition to reduce the annual number of drug and alcohol related deaths by 1,000 per year. This has not been translated into a
numerical target at a local or regional level as numbers are very low and therefore small increases or decreases can have a significant impact. The GM aim is
to reduce the overall number of drug and alcohol related deaths over the period of this Delivery Plan. Table 3 shows the recorded deaths in 2020 and
deaths in treatment for 2020/21.
