7   CONSIDERATION OF LIF BIDS 2023/24   

A report of the Assistant Director, Strategy and Performance on 
recommendations for the funding of capital projects from the 
Local Improvement Fund (LIF) was submitted. 
 
It was reported that The Local Improvement Fund (LIF) in 
2023/24 included £400,000 allocated as “capital grants” for 
projects of £10,000 or more to improve Oldham’s 
neighbourhoods for the benefit of residents. 
 
The deadline for expressions of interest to the capital fund was 
20th October 2023. In total 32 proposals were received. After 
scoring the initial proposals 19 of the expressions of interest 
were invited to submit full applications. The deadline for 
receiving full applications was Friday 26th January 2024. In total 
19 full applications for the capital fund were received. 
 
The LIF advisory panel had scored the full applications and had 
made recommendations which were attached to Appendix 1 to 
the report. The LIF Sub-Committee was asked to review the final
