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The age groups within scope of this decision are 0-25,
aligned with statutory functions outlined in the SEND
0-25 Code of Practice, 2015.

Children and young people who have disability will
benefit from this strategy.
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Safeguarding is embedded in the support and provision
available to all children and young people and this
strategy will support that.

The strategy will not differentiate regarding
socio-economic status.  However, it will target children
and young people who are disadvantaged due to
SEND.

The strategy has been developed in equal partnership
with parents/carers and children and young people.
Coproduction is at the centre of how the strategy will
be delivered.

All geographic areas within Oldham will be in scope of
this strategy.  The emphasis is on support and
provision being in place, regardless of where a child or
young person lives or attends an education setting.

The strategy should lead to improvements in
digitalisation and online services.

The decision will positively effect support and provision
for children and young people at the earliest stages.
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Educational outcomes for children and young people
who have SEND and/or are from a vulnerable group will
be better supported as a result of this strategy and,
therefore, should improve.

This strategy will place an emphasis on work based
learning and improved offer for preparation for
adulthood.

The strategy should lead to a better offer for travel
training for young people with SEND.

Joint working across education, health and social care
should lead to better transition to adulthood for young
people with SEND and this should enable more
appropriate pathways to independent living.

There is an emphasis on access to health services
and provision through the strategy and this should lead
to improvements in outcomes for children and young
people with SEND.

The strategy should improve community access,
enabling children and young people to benefit from the
opportunities available to them locally.

The strategy promotes inclusion and community
access, which should lead to better local cohesion,
from the family perspective.
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
