- Securing the return of canal boat tours to Uppermill in the Summer with a view to them returning 
in 2024 – in conjunction with the Huddersfield Canal Society. 

- Advocating for our Armed Forces community and writing to our Member of Parliament. 

- Making positive progress on the preservation of Saddleworth’s Victorian milestones – a project 
of mine that I am proud of. 

- Securing a crossing on Chew Valley Road and increased safety around St. Mary’s School. Also, 
securing the crossing on Manchester Road. 

- Restoring the monument in Uppermill Park and placing Poppy planters at the foot of the War 
Memorial. 

- Delivering Vehicle Activated Signs for our villages to improve road safety and reduce speeding. 

- Opposing developments on Open Protected Other Land and / or Green Belt in Grasscroft and
